Importantly, the law specifies that all contributions must be used to 

maintain the California Peace Officers’ Memorial, and for activities in support of the 

surviving families of those brave men and women peace officers who have made the 

ultimate sacrifice. 

When you file your state income tax return for 2005 we urge every taxpayer and 

the more than 100,000 professional peace officers serving in California to assist us in 

Honoring Our Heroes.
